Topics include motivation, thinking outside the box, meeting management, group dynamics and team 
building, personality and leadership styles, problem solving and conflict resolution, delegation and 
mobilization of volunteers, diversity and inter-cultural communication, protocol, Lion fundamentals, 
mentoring, and public speaking. 
 
The Institute will be located in the conference facility of the Hickory Knob State Resort Park, at 
McCormick, SC.  Hickory Knob rests on rolling, wooded shoreline alongside 70,000-acre Strom 
Thurmond Reservoir on the Savannah River:  South Carolina’s “West Coast.”
